Subject : 1966 TES GrpB officers’ seniority restoration case - regarding

Respected Sir,

We would like to draw your kind attention towards reversion of seniority case of 1966 TES Gr. B officers vide DoT letter No. 15-16/2000-STG-II dated 11.11.2004. Against the reversion of seniority of TES Gr. B officers, the affected officers filed cases in the Hon’ble High Courts of Kerala, New Delhi and HP and all the three Hon’ble High Courts have disposed off the petition by quashing the reversion order of DoT dated 11.11.2004 with the decision that the seniority of all the reverted TES Gr. B officers would be restored and no reversion shall take place. But the above said judgments have not been implemented by DoT/BSNL in their true spirit which has caused serious frustration in the minds of affected officers. In reference to above mentioned subject following is submitted for your kind consideration :

(a) 3629 JTOs were promoted as TES Group B in 1998, vide DoT letter no. 2-7/98-STG-II dated 21.10.1998.

(b) In year 2004, out of these 3629 TES Gr B, 1966 TES Group B officers were reverted back as JTO vide DOT letter no. 15-16/2000-STG-II dated 11.11.2004. The reason of reversion, as mentioned in the above mentioned letter, was given that "consequent upon cancellation of order for creation of 1966 posts of TES GRP B vide DOT order No. 5-1/93-TE.II dated 06.10.2000, 1966 officers of TES Group B promoted by order no. 2-7/98-STG-II dated 21.10.1998 are reverted to JTO grade and accordingly, their names are deleted from seniority list no. 1 to 5 of TES Group B".
(c) As the decision of reversion of these TES Group B officers, taken by DOT was totally wrong and unlawful, the above mentioned reversion order of dated 11.11.2004 was challenged by the affected TES Group B officers in different high courts of India and a request was made to the different Hon’ble high courts for cancellation of these reversion orders of dated 11.11.2004 and restoration of seniority, which they have lost due to reversion.

(d) Now, decision of Hon'ble High Courts of Kerla, New Delhi and Himachal Pradesh has come and all the three Hon'ble High Courts disposed off the petition by quashing the reversion order dated 11.11.2004 

In view of the Hon'ble High Court orders, it is, therefore, requested to kindly interven in the matter and take necessary action to restore seniority of all the 1966 TES Group B officers who lost their seniority after issue of DoT letter no. 15-161 2000-STG- II dated 11.11.2004.
