Instruction of DOT Establishment Section to BSNL Management in violation of Hon’ble Supreme Court Judgment –Reg.

Respected Sir

We would like to draw your kind attention to the DOT Establishment section letter to BSNL Management regarding TES Group ‘B’ officers’ seniority matters which are in violation of Hon’ble Supreme Court Judgment of petition (s) for special leave to appeal (Civil) No(s) 11339/2008 (from the judgment and order dated 02/04/2008  in WP No. 22087/2001 of the High Court of Madras) Wherein upon hearing counsel the court notice made the following order- issue notice “meanwhile, status quo as of today shall be maintained “(enclosed).
Kindly recall, we requested your goodself in our All India Conference at Jaipur on 28/08/2008 and as assured the order regarding transfer of Establishment / service matters of TES Group “B” officers in BSNL/MTNL was issued vide DOT Letter No. 20-14/2007-STG-II dated 05/09/2008. Hereafter all the court cases related to TES Group “B” officers seniority & promotion etc. are being governed by BSNL/ MTNL.

BSNL Management is holding DPC to regularised adhoc DEs & Sr. SDEs. As per the Judgment of Hon’ble Supreme Court regarding 270 TES Group “B” officers status quo as of today has been granted. Recently DOT Estt. Section has issued direction to BSNL for regularisation of 270 SDEs (T) in violation of Hon’ble Supreme Court’s Judgment. Since DOT has transferred all TES Group”B” officers related service matters for future operations and BSNL Management as per the court direction is taking necessary steps, DOT Estt. Section’s direction is not justified, rather it will invite contempt of Court. As we pleaded that DOT Estt. Section was dealing the TES Group “B” officers seniority related case in various courts or internally on their whims which has invited further thousand of court cases for which the reasons are well known to DOT Estt. Section.
We would therefore request to kindly intervene in the matter so that the unjust and unwanted direction given by DOT Estt. Section to BSNL Management is immediately withdrawn and further litigation is avoided.
