Subject: - Mis-interpretation of pay scale of erstwhile ASTTs who were later merged with    
      JTO cadre in 1994-Reg.
Ref: BSNL No.16-1/2003-PAT-Pers-IV (BSNL) dated 31.08.2006.

Respected sir,

It is in continuation to our earlier letter No. AIBSNLEA/CHQ/CMD/2008-09 dated 23.01.2009 and 17.03.2009. We would like to draw your kind attention on the above referred subject matter and reference  it was mentioned that erstwhile ASTTs will get JTO pay scale from the date of issue of new recruitment rules of JTO i.e. form 09.02.1996 instead of 01.01.1996. In this connection, it may be noted that both ASTT and JTO cadres were awarded pay scale of 1640-2900 from 01.01.1986. Since the merger of both cadres were in final stage.  Fifth pay commission did not recommend any separate scale for ASTT cadre and it was also mentioned in the report that since both cadres are to be merged no separate scale is recommended for ASTT cadre as both the cadres will get same pay scale after merger.

The cadre of ASTT and JTO were merged w.e.f. 01.04.1994 vide DOT letter No.5-1/94-TE-II dated 05.01.1994 much before the outcome of 5th Pay commission report. But vide DOT letter dated 13.01.1998 the merger date was postponed to 09.02.1996 and subsequently vide BSNL letter dated 31.08.2006 instructions were issued for re-fixing the pay scale of erstwhile ASTTs wef 09.02.2006 instead of 01.01.1996. This resulted in recovery of huge amount from the affected executives. 

Aggrieved by the above order, a few executives of HP telecom circle approached the Hon’ble High court of Vide judgment dated 24.09.2008 quashed the impugned orders with a direction to give revised pay scale of 6500-10500 w.e.f. 01.01.1996 ( Copy of the judgment is enclosed herewith for ready reference). Against this, BSNL corporate Office filed SLP (No 985/2009) before Hon’ble Supreme Court. The Hon’ble Supreme court also vide order dated 02.02.2009 upheld the decision of the Hon’ble High court HP and dismissed the SLP (copy of the order is enclosed herewith for ready reference).    

In some Circles move is being made to recover the amount from the salary of affected executives. Hence it is requested your good office to intervene in the matter and issue necessary instructions to stall any such move of recovery on the basis of the cited court Orders. So that further litigations/contempt of Court proceedings can be avoided.
