Sub: Arbitrary move to wind up SE (C) Office at Ernakulam-our protest against.

  It understood that BSNL Management is going to close and shift the SE (Civil) Circle Office Ernakulam to some other place. This move will adversely affect the growth of BSNL in the industrial city and heartland of Kerala.  
The SE (C), Ernakulam Circle Office was created during August, 1994 to cater for the Civil works under the geographical jurisdiction of Ernakulam, Idukki districts and Lakshasweep. During 2007-08, the expenditure of the Circle was ten crores. During the current year also it will be about ten crores. The SE (C) monitors many major civil works like CTO Building, Ernakulam, Administration Building Munnar and several other T.E.Bldgs.  More than 120 tower works are also looked after by SE (C).

Civil Wing is in a position to undertake all PMC works to other institution.  BSNL Civil wing already completed so many constructions/consultations works for other Departments like I.H.R.D., KINFRA etc and now civil works of Postal Department is also entrusted to Civil Wing. The service charges of all these outside works will increase the revenue of the BSNL and being a fast growing Metro City, the Closing of the SE office will adversely affect the expansion and revenue of BSNL. Moreover S E is functioning as Sole Arbitrator for Trivandrum and Calicut in order to settle any disputes arisen over the construction works.

SE(C) is supported by two Civil Divisions at Ernakulam. Two Executive Engineers and 16 sub divisional engineers along with 12 JTOs are supporting the SE(C) in discharge of his functions.  In addition to this about 10 staff members are also working in these divisions. The closing of SE(C) will hamper the service conditions and abrupt dislocation of the Executives as well as the staff associated with the institution.


We would therefore request you to kindly intervene in the matter so that such arbitrary and unjust move to wind up SE (C) office at Ernakulam is stopped in the interest of BSNL.
