Subject : Inordinate delay in holding of DPC for promotion from SDE (T) to DE - reg.

Respected Sir,

We are constraint to bring to your kind notice that the DPC process for promotion from SDE (T) to DE is getting delayed due to non-receipt of ACRs / SRs / VCRs of the eligible SDEs from majority Telecom Circles. The last date for sending the ACRs / SRs / VCRs to BSNL Corporate Office was 15.03.2009 but only few Circles have sent the required records. As you know that more than 2500 DEs posts are lying vacant since long but BSNL Management has decided to fill up only 1500 DEs vacant posts wherein even after completing this DPC, more than 1000 DEs posts will remain unfilled. 

The stagnation in this cadre is very acute e.g. one direct recruited JTO (T) in the year 1974, promoted on regular basis to SDE (T) in 1994 DPC, is waiting for his DE (Adhoc) promotion for last 15 years. Hence one direct recruited JTO (T) having 34 years of regular service could get only one promotion in the cadre of SDE (T) which is most frustrating and demoralizing situation to these Telecom Engineers (main stream of the BSNL). Most of the SDEs (T) are at the fag end of their service.  

We would therefore request you to kindly intervene in the matter so that the DPC process from SDE (T) to DE is expedited to fill up all vacant 2500 DEs posts. It will motivate these Executives.
