Diversion of posts of JTO (T) from DR quota to 35% departmental quota – Orders of Hon’ble High Court of Haryana and Punjab in CWP No. 5608/2007 dated 30.05.2008 – reg.

Respected Sir,

We would like to draw your kind attention in the above cited reference and subject matter wherein 3500 posts of JTOs of DR quota diverted vide BSNL CO letters No. 5-4/2001-Pers-IV dated 09.08.2001, 29.08.2001, 21.05.2002, 17.05.2003, 18.05.2004, 20.07.2006 and 26.12.2007 were re-diverted to the DR quota in pursuant to the orders of Hon’ble High Court dated 30.05.2008 in CWP No. 5608/2007 and further diversion of DR quota posts to 35% departmental quota was stopped. To avoid the reversion of 3500 JTOs promoted through two qualifying examinations held in 1995 and in April 2000, BSNL CO created 3500 supernumerary posts as per the Circle-wise breakup of posts as a special measure.

In this connection, it is submitted that there were two qualifying examinations held in 1995 and in April 2000. The present court order of Hon’ble High Court of Haryana and Punjab is for the candidates who got qualified in screening test held on April 23, 2000. The order does not say anything about the candidates qualified in 1995 test. But BSNL CO is treating both the groups at par and has created supernumerary posts for entire group which is not correct because the TTAs who qualified JTO qualifying examination in 1995 should not be affected by this court judgment.

We would therefore request you to kindly intervene in the matter so that the issue may be looked afresh in view of the court order.
