Undue delay in promotion and posting of JTO (C) - from selection list/result of LDCE Examination conducted on 10.08.2008.

Result declared by Departmental Examination cell (DE Cell) vide No. 30-1/2009-DE (1), dated 08.07.2009 and 10.07.2009.

Respected Sir,

With reference to the above cited letter No.s, we would like to bring to your kind notice that the result of the above examination was declared near a month ago for both the streams i.e. Civil & Electrical as per reference above. The promotion & posting order of electrical stream were issued on 23.07.2009, whereas in case of civil stream, the process has not yet been started. Instead, shockingly, it is learnt that BW Cell is in the process of revising the no. of vacancies.

It is a matter of great surprise to know that a proposal to change in vacancy position has been initiated at this stage when result of selected candidates in LDC exam is already declared and people are expecting the posting order.

The result is not mere a qualifying list, but a selection list against the vacancies for which competitive exam was conducted and accordingly D.E. Cell released the list on merit basis as per vacancies communicated by BW section as per quota after holding of DPC for promotion of JTO (C) to SDE (C) through seniority cum fitness and filling them in the month May 2009 strictly in terms to RRs.

In May 2009, DPC for seniority cum fitness quota was done and the vacancy bifurcation was crystal clear. Whereas promotions have been given through Seniority-cum-fitness quota in May 2008 & again in June 2009 based on vacancy position calculated by the prevailing method (ignoring the revision at that stage) but revision of vacancy position is being imposed in LDCE quota only when the selection list has been declared and circulated. An attempt to change the vacancy position is a discrimination and violation of right of equality under article-14 of the constitution. This examination was conducted after the gap of more than six years. The delay is causing not only financial, social and future promotional recurring loss but causing denial of reasonable opportunity under Article 16 of Constitution of India.

In view of above facts, it is therefore, requested to kindly intervene in the matter so that  the promotion and posting order as per the LDCE select list is issued at the earliest.
