At the very outset, Shri' V.AN. Namboodiri, General Secretary, BSNL
Employees Union welcomed the Secretary and thanked him for giving a hearing
to the representative of Joint Forum of Unions/Associations of BSNL. Shri
Namboodiri, mentioned that the strike notice has not been given for demands like
wage hike etc. but for the issues which is affecting the growth of BSNL. He
stated that at the time of formation of BSNL Government had made certain
promises fike reimbursement of licence fee, Access Deficit Charges, subsidy
from USQ fund for providing rural telephony and grant of Maharatna status to
BSNL but in the recent time the Government is backing out of its promises.
Secretary (T) stated that BSNL should aspire to become a world class company
and leader in the field' of telecommunications and there is scope for further

.growth. "'While the BSNL has some social objectives, it has the potential to

compete with others.
