Request to relax the paper minimum marks fixed for LICE conducted for Rajbhasha Adhikari in AP Circle-Reg.

Sir,


With reference to above subject matter it is bring to your kind notice that, the AP circle is declared as Category “C” state and a non Hindi speaking area, due to which the candidates appearing for the AD (OL) examination from this area may not fare so well as that of Hindi speaking areas, and hence some sort of concession has to be shown on those who appear for AD (OL) examination.


As you are aware that Committee of parliament on official language, Department of Official Language, VI pay commission and BSNL CO are very much particular to create and fill-up the minimum number of Hindi posts in all circles of BSNL.


Some of ADs(OL) in Southern Circles those who are officiating since years appeared for the examination and naturally some of them got qualified while some others did not. But these translators have been working satisfactorily. There are many vacancies in this Circle of ADs(OL) and if some consideration is shown to these executives who have already been working on officiating basis, these officials can get there vertical promotion and many of the existing vacancies can be filled up.


These executives have failed in the exam by a few marks. If any of the following consideration is shown they are likely to pass the exam.

1. The pass percentage can be taken for both the papers together, instead of individual paper.

2. The pass percentage for paper II may be taken as 30% of max marks, as given relaxation to junior Hindi translators.

3. Five grace marks may be given to paper II.


We would therefore, request you for keeping in view of the non-availability of sufficient number of eligible candidates in southern areas the above arrangements may help in getting the problem solved to a better extent.
