Subject: Implementation of Sixth Pay Commission report to revise the Pension rules w.e.f. 01-1-2006 for the BSNL absorbers /pensioners (IDA Pay Scales)-reg.

Sir,


We would like to draw your kind attention for the implementation of Sixth Pay Commission recommendation on revised/changed pension rules. The sixth pay commission has revised/changed the pension rules w.e.f. 01-1-2006, but the same has not been implemented for BSNL pensioners (IDA Pay Scales) . The sixth pay commission recommendation in regard to pension has already been implementation for Govt Servant report has been implemented for Govt. pensioners as under:-
1. The amount of DCRG has been increased from Rs.3.50, 000 to Rs.10,00,000.

     
 
2.   The Commutation Table has been changed.

1. The minimum and maximum limit of amount of Pension and Family Pension has also been changed.

2.  Full of Enhanced Family Pension upto 10 years is to be paid on the death of the employee in the service.

3.  Full pension is payable on rendering minimum qualifying service of 20 years @ the 50% of emoluments or the average emoluments which is more beneficial to him.

As per CCS (Pension) Rules 37A -"A permanent Government servant who has been absorbed as an employee of a Public Section Undertaking or Autonomous Body shall be eligible for pensionary benefits on the basis of combined service rendered by him in the Government and in the Public Sector Undertaking or Autonomous Body in accordance with the formula for calculation of pension /family pension under these rules as may be in force at the time of his retirement from the Public Sector Undertaking or Autonomous Body, as the case may be".
The amount of pension/family pension of the absorbed employee on superannuation from public sector Undertaking/Autonomous Body shall be calculated in the same way as would be the case with a central Government servant, retiring on superannuation, on the same day.
In view of the provision 8 of 37-A above, we would therefore request you to kindly intervene in the matter so that the Sixth Pay Commission Report on revised/changed pension rules may be implemented for BSNL absorbed pensioners (IDA Pay Scale) at the earliest as pension is payable by Govt. of India and the ruling of computation of pension in regard to BSNL pensioners is applicable in the same way as .
