Sub: Longest Stay particulars in respect of officers in the grade of SDE (Telecom) in North               East Region-Reg.

Respected Sir,

We would like to draw your kind attention to the following points on the subject mentioned above.

1. Non recruiting circles like NETF and ETR have always shortage of Executives as there are very few Executives’ opted to stay in these circles because of many difficulties they have to face in performing maintenance and installation duties.

2. The jurisdiction of these circles is spreading throughout the seven states of North East which have very difficult terrain and extreme weather condition.

3. The entire working area is declared as hard tenure.

4. The demography of North East region requires members to settle in areas of his choice where he can ascertain the safety of his family through the North East.

5. The local strength of Executives’ is only around 60%. For installation and maintenance of these areas the local staff s are essential because of advantage of language, terrain adaptation and political conditions.

6. Only few senior Executives’ are continuing in NETF because they are either adventurous or not being relieved from these circle as they are expertise in their respective section.
7. Rotational Circle tenure transfer should be from non tenure circles having higher concentration of Executives to tenure circles having lower concentration of Executives and on need based only.

8.  Assam, NE-I, NE-II, J&K and A&N which are hard tenure circles should be exempted from rotational circle transfer in the name of longest stay to avoid triangular transfer and thus reduce expenditure on transfer.
 We therefore request you to kindly incorporate the above points in the longest stay particulars of SDEs, so that these Executives’ can serve the hard tenure regions more efficiently.
