Review of policy for fixation of call limit on RSTC, GSM Mobile Telephone Connection and rent free broadband connection to Executives – regarding.

Sir,

We would like to draw your kind attention to the policy for RSTC and GSM Mobile telephone connections to Executives and fixation of call limit thereupon. In this policy the calls limit on land line RSTC has been fixed to certain MCUs per month. In case of land line RSTCs no certification is permitted and entitlement of calls per month decided in the above referred will not be enhanced under any circumstances. Excess usage beyond the limit prescribed above is paid by the concerned employee, which has caused lot of financial burden on the executives specially who are working in field units. Day to day work is suffering due to this policy. Certification of excess calls should be permitted in the interest of service.

2. All STS level officers (DE/ADG/AGM/Ex. Engr./Architect/CAO/PPS or equivalent) are allowed GSM Mobile service telephone connections with STD and national roaming facility. Usage worth Rs. 500/- per month equivalent to the officers of SDE/Sr. SDE grade. Whereas all JAG/SAG/HAG level officers have been allowed usage worth Rs. 1000/-, 2000/- and 3000/- per month respectively. Hence, likewise the usage worth to all STS level officers should be increased from Rs. 500/- to 900/- at least. 

3. The BSNL executives up to STS level are being given broadband service connection under plan-250 with rental Rs. 100/- per month whereas, the JAG and above level officers have been given rent free broadband service connections.  In this IT era, in a telecom company like BSNL, broadband connection to all executives is the basic need of the time. Hence rent free broadband connection should be allowed to BSNL executives in the interest of service. The executives working in MTNL area Delhi/Mumbai are not even being given connection with rental Rs. 100/- per month.
We shall therefore request you to kindly intervene in the matter so that modified / revised policy for provision of RSTC, GSM mobile connection and rent free broadband connection is issued at the earliest as mentioned above.
