Subject : Problems being faced by the executives of Pune SSA (MH Circle) – reg.

Sir,

We would like to bring to your kind notice some of the very crucial issues that Pune Branch / MH Circle executives are facing and which is affecting the BSNL revenue. All these issues have been taken up with CGMT MH Circle but remained unsettled. CGMT MH Circle is mentioning that decisions regarding reduction in vehicles and tenure transfer and posting of SDEs and DEs are being implemented as per the instructions of BSNL CO. The details are as under : 
1) Shortage of Vehicles :
During last six months Maharastra CGM has issued the orders to reduce the number of vehicles under the name of expenditure curtailment. In Pune about one hundred and twenty vehicles were working. Suddenly it was reduced to fifty three. Lot of field works like installation, cable construction, OFC development, repairing of faults are suffering due to shortage of vehicles. All the vehicles that are reduced were of SDEs/DEs.

2) Heavy Charges by Pune Municipal Corporation (PMC) :
Lot of development works are going on in Pune SSA. During this our executives are finding lot of hurdles from PMC. BSNL Cable network has been badly damaged by PMC frequently for last 3-4 yrs. Due to which Pune SSA has lost many valued customers and in turn the revenue. Recently Standing Committee of PMC has passed one resolution than the rent (Bhui Bhade) should be taken from the operators for existing / new cables laid in PMC area. Rates for these are Rs.3600/-per meter for PVC Pipe, Rs.4500/- per meter for RCC Pipe, Rs.2500/- per meter for buried cable. The PMC authorities are giving the Demand Note in Lacks for attending a single fault. Our association along with PGM and GM Development had a lot of discussion with PMC authorities, but no outcome was achieved. As our organization is Govt. undertaking providing services to urban / rural area, no charges should be taken from BSNL like other operators.

3) Unnecessary transfers :
Maharastra circle had issued mass transfer orders in the cadre of SDE and DEs from one SSA to Other SSA under the name of equalization of staff. While discussing with CGM, it has been told that these are as per the instructions from HQ. While making justification they have not taken into consideration the number of Data Circuits /MLLN circuits working, OFC Cable laying and maintenance, NIB/ TAX exchanges in SSAs like PUNE SSA. No weightage was given to all above sections.

We would, therefore, request you to kindly intervene in the matter so that justice is given to Pune SSA.
