Sub: Request for waiver of excess calls in RSTC (landline) of BSNL executives-Reg.

Respected Sir,


We wish to bring to your kind notice with reference to above cited subject for relaxation on the excess amount of billing beyond permissible limits on RSTCs up to October 2007 as an one time measure.


As per the circular No.293/2006-PHA, dated 28.02.207 from Corporate Office, the excess amount beyond the permissible call limits from RSTC of the executives are to be recovered with effect from 12.10.2006. In this connection we request to you waive off the excess billing beyond the permissible call limit up to December, 2008 as one time measure on the following reasons :
1. Instruction was received from BSNL CO to provide the CUG facility in the service mobile telephone of the executives on 28.02.2007 and majority of connections could be brought under CUG by October, 2007, Therefore executives were in habit of calling from land lines.
2. The outstanding BULK BILL for RSTC came in April 2008 after which the executives became alert for restricting the use of landline phone.


During the visit of the Director (Finance) BSNL on 06.09.2008 to Bhubaneswar, he has assured the Association members for waiver of the previous bills as one time measure and advised to stick to call limit henceforth.


Hence, we request to you to consider for relaxation on the excess amount of billing beyond permissible limits on RSTCs up to October 2007 as an one time measure.
