Dear Comrade,


Thanks for conveying the decision of your CWC Manali on Membership verification vis a vis Unification/Merger of our Associations. While fully honoring the esteem decision of your CWC, we like to put forward the following points for our own understanding :

It is mentioned in your letter,

· “It was decided by CWC that SNEA (I) should independently go in for membership verification.”

· “In Manali CWC, we decided to send strong signals of unity down to the base level as a prelude to taking some important decisions in near future on merger of two Associations”


As you are aware that verification of membership is a process where the executives of grass root level have to be involve and when we the respective Associations will start canvassing for their support independently, obvious comparison of success and failures of the two Associations will come into light resulting in blaming and counter blaming. Under that situation even the strongest signal of unity is bound to be faded out. We shall request you to kindly enlighten us the road map decided by your CWC to achieve both the points mentioned above simultaneously.


Remaining part of your letter is the ideological part for which we are striving hard since decades. The members are perhaps ready for the unity/merger but commitment of the office bearers are yet to be developed. 


There need to be one small correction in your letter for the sake of record and transparency. In Chennai CWC you have opined not only for “consolidation of unity” but for “unification or amalgamation of both the associations” to which our CWC requested in affirmation. You may also recollect that after your deliberation when one of our circle secretary asked a clarification on complexity of AIBSNLEA membership and their representation in the merged association, your reply was very positive. You said that your association does not carry any pragmatic view and you too also have representation of other cadres apart from telecom engineering in your organization. This clarification in reality has cleared the apprehensions of our CWC members of various other cadres.


We are happy that your CWC Manali is for strengthening the existing fraternal bonds between the two Associations to face huge and formidable future challenges together. However, we will further discuss the matter in our next CWC Meet, Goa.


Our organization strongly believe in the united approach towards settlement of pending issues of our membership and of course, if possible, merger of the two associations, we shall not deviate ourselves from this principle.
