Holding of  CEC/AIC to ensure winding-up erstwhile TESA (I) and consequent disposal of movable and immovable assets of the said Association as per the provision of the constitution. 

Dear Comrade, 

This has reference to my earlier letter and your reply. I don’t disagree that we, the members of erstwhile TESA and now in AIBSNLEA are trying to take some collective action to recover the assets of TESA from your clutch. The reason of such collective action is also well-known to all our general members and they fully endorse such collective action. It may not be very palatable to you for the obvious reasons but we can’t help. Had you been followed the norms of democracy and constitution, such actions were not required. Therefore be sure about the fact that whatever is being happened today, the responsibility of all such activities lies on you and only on you. 

2. In your reply you said that as per our demand only, when you are trying to hold extra ordinary general body/AIC at a ‘convenient’ location, you are being blamed. The point is who will decide the convenience? Will it be decided by GS alone without consulting anybody, not even the President? In my earlier letter I mentioned the constitutional provision on this matter but in your reply you conveniently avoided the point. Secondly as a TU leader for so many years, you are fully aware that ‘Extra ordinary general body’ and ‘All India Conference’ are not similar events. But you are trying to mix up them. What actually you are trying to convene? Let us know very clearly.   

3. You wrote that it was news to you that GS/AFSOA has committed before AIBSNLEA-CWC for holding their AIC at the same venue and time where TESA-AIC will be held. In support of your statement you stated that GS/AIBSNLEA has not informed so to you. For the information of AIBSNLEA meetings are you really depending on official communications from GS/AIBSNLEA? When you are keeping every tit-bit information of the proceedings of meetings of AIBSNLEA, through your own ‘sources’ as it is evident from so many instances, how such important decision was missed by you? Was it again for your convenience? Anyway if you were really unaware, then punish the ‘sources’ and cut some of their wages for not informing you, at least some of TESA money will be saved. However GS/AFSOA has reiterated his commitment at the recently held meeting at New Delhi before the President/ TESA. It is therefore expected that TESA also will react positively to such proposal. 

4. I still strongly feel that the transformation of TESA members into AIBSNLEA members was an organizational decision. Therefore any member quitting AIBSNLEA should by all means be considered as quitting TESA.  For example, Com N.H.Siddeque was Asst. State Secretary of TESA and then AIBSNLEA West Bengal State Branch. After bifurcation he was Circle Secretary/AIBSNLEA West Bengal Circle. Subsequently he resigned from AIBSNLEA and joined SNEA. He has since been superannuated. Now can he be considered as a member of TESA? If he cannot, then how the former C/S of Tamilnadu can be? I leave it for the consideration of President/CWC TESA. 

5. I have received the ‘circular’ issued by you. I don’t understand why you are making a futile attempt to turn the clock back. All the CEC members/Office bearers of TESA will be remembering distinctly well that in the pre-convention CECs of respective associations held at Kolkata in 2004, all the Associations including TESA has agreed to merge themselves into AIBSNLEA and based on such decisions only, the historic convention was held next day. TESA in their CEC, while deciding the merger, has also considered about the members who were in DOT and consciously decided for the merger. Now your contention that TESA was not merged with AIBSNLEA and also communicating so to the BSNL authority is totally ill-motivated action aimed to destabilize the formation of AIBSNLEA and also to legalize your unauthorized possession of TESA assets. After formation of AIBSNLEA, when you were the GS of the Adhoc CHQ body, in so many documents you yourself  has written the word ‘merger’ and also you your self has designated the GS of another Association as ‘the then’ and ‘former’ as that Association was also merged into AIBSNLEA like TESA. The erstwhile members of TESA throughout the length and breath of the country know that they are merged with other 9 Associations and now they are the members of AIBSNLEA only. All the branches of TESA had since been merged into AIBSNLEA and there is no existence of TESA at the branch level. They still bother about TESA-CHQ and you because they are concerned about the assets which were generated through their hard earnings and now in your illegal possession. Had there been no assets of TESA everybody would have forgotten you and TESA by this time. It is true that some circles including West Bengal still have some TESA funds to be handed over to the respective AIBSNLEA circles and are waiting for the recourses of CHQ fund disposal. 

6. I am not at all surprised like others on your recent mudslinging to the circle secretaries and other veteran members of TESA through your website. The kind of ‘Goebbelis’ colour given to the incident of a simple visit to TESA BHAVAN by the Circle Secretaries/ CHQ office Bearers/ veteran members of TESA is possible by you only. I have been seeing your ugly face coolly assassinating the characters of the personalities like Comrades A.S.Das, M.K.Bagchi, D.K. Chakrabarty etc since 1991 in a similar manner for the reason that they wanted to be GS of TESA replacing you. Therefore now when the persons, may be they were your old associates, are bent upon to recover the assets of TESA from you, why you should spare them? I am not surprised comrade I am not surprised! 

We still feel to request you to kindly convene the AIC of TESA(I) and for that matter, for the purpose of deciding the venue and other Association matter of AIC, to convene CEC at the very earliest to avoid further complications and escalation in this respect. May God bestow some good senses and wisdom.
