Regularization of Services of the Stenographers Grade 'D' to Stenographer Grade 'C' (PA) - regarding. 

Respected Sir, 

We would like to draw your kind attention to the Limited Internal Competitive Examination held on 14.11.08 &15.11.08 for promotion from Steno Grade 'D' to Steno Grade 'C' (PA). As per RTI all the candidates have qualified in written exam but some could not qualify in skill due to some uncomfortable circumstances faced during examination. About 24 candidates appeared in the examination and only 10 could pass, wherein sufficient vacancies remain unfilled. All these candidates are already working as PA on Local Officiating basis w.e.f. September 2005 under FR 22(i) (a) (i) with the GM level officers perfectly and prominently. 

After having put in a number of years of service and reaching at advanced age, it becomes very difficult to prepare for examination and now no other candidates are behind them and  the cadre of Stenographers Grade 'D' has already been declared as 'dying cadre'.  

Last but not the least, it would be worth mentioning that, in past, in this cadre in BSNL CO itself, some Stenos Grade 'D' were promoted to Steno Grade 'C' i.e. from Non-Executives to Executives after imparting a simple three week's training and this fact may very well be verified from the concerned unit of BSNL CO. 

As there are so many post of PAs lying vacant it is therefore, requested that services of these stenographers may kindly be regularized, by considering a little bit relaxation in marks falling short of qualifying marks, as stenographer Grade 'C'. It is pertinent to mentioned here that there is no financial implication in doing so as they are already working as Stenographer Grade 'C' under ACP scheme and granted promotion as PA on local officiating basis.
