Sir,

We are constraint to bring to your kind notice that BW section of BSNL Corporate Office, in the above cited reference, has issued untimely arbitrary and discretionary transfer orders on pick and choose method in violation of the Executive Transfer Policy. As per the Executive Transfer Policy, the Executives may be transferred on tenure on need basis only and not as routine matter. Some glaring examples are as under :

	The Executive is working in hard tenure station at Gangtok (Sikkim). Hence transfer to other Circle, is totally illogical.

	The Executive has served NE-II Circle for more than 8 years. He is not having longest stay in WB Circle. He is our Asst. Circle Secretary, WB Circle and as per immunity, he does not come under transfer purview.


The Executives have been transferred on 27th May and 3rd June ’09, whereas as per the transfer policy para 6 (b) “The cut off date for computing Circle/SSA/Station/Post tenure would be 31st March of that particular financial year. Transfers involving change in the Post/Station/SSA/Circle shall be affected in such a way that orders are issued preferably during the month of March/April. As the academic session has already started and members have already incurred heavy expenses on these admissions, hence transfers at this stage are totally irrelevant”.
There are also examples where the SDEs (C) have requested for transfer but the requests have not been considered. It is causing severe resentment among our members.
As per the transfer policy para 6 “the Transfers involving Station, SSA, Circle, urban or rural posting change shall be undertaken for meeting the shortages and service demands for difficult/unpopular area postings, requests from employees posted on tenure/hard tenure stations and others”, whereas in this case SDEs (C) of J & K Circle have been transferred out from J & K and SDEs (C) from Punjab have been posted there. Similarly 6 SDEs (C) from Karnataka Circle to Gujarat Circle, Punjab Circle and Rajasthan Circle, 3 SDEs from Rajasthan Circle to Jharkhand Circle (distant Circles) have been transferred in the name of tenure transfers.

We are not against the transfer on need and long standing basis but we are against transferring and posting to distant Circles and in the mid session just to harass them. 
We would therefore request you to kindly intervene in the matter so that the entire list of untimely and unjust tenure transfers issued vide above referred orders is cancelled to avoid injustice and harassment to the Executives of Civil wing.
