Request for change of posting of  TES Gr. ‘B’ officers of Karnataka Circle on promotion to DE (adhoc) – reg.

Sir,

It is in continuation to our letters dated 03.07.2008, 07.07.2008, 17.07.2008 and 29.07.2008 wherein we requested for change of posting order on promotion from TES Gr. ‘B’ to DE (adhoc), of about 23 executives of Karnataka Circle along with the executives of other Circles transferred to distant Circles. Most of the SDEs have completed 56 years of age and some of them are lady executives whose transfer is in violation of the transfer policy of BSNL executives. 

The BSNL CO has fixed a big target of 17 lacs of mobile connections, broadband connections and CDMA connections which are to be provided to the customer during this financial year 2008-09. Karnataka Circle is already in shortage of SDEs / DEs. It will be difficult to achieve the target in absence of sufficient executives. Karnataka Circle, as per executive transfer policy, is regularly issuing intra-Circle transfer orders of SDEs, around 150-200 every year. In the recent posting order on promotion to DE (adhoc) many of the SDEs who have been transferred out of the Circle, have just completed or about to complete their tenure in different SSAs of the Circle. As per para 9 (b) of BSNL Executive Transfer Policy i.e. “Minimum period of 3 years at a location shall be maintained as far as possible in order hardship to employees”.

In the mean time , 7 SDEs who are under transfer in the above said order have been again posted to the same place i.e. NE-I Circle-5 and J& K Circle-2 on their promotion to DE on adhoc basis. In addition to above, 16 SDEs on promotion to DE on adhoc basis have been posted out side the Circle i.e.  to Gujarat Circle -10 and HP Circle - 6. Only 4 SDEs who are under transfer to Assam Circle have been re-allotted to Karnataka Circle on their promotion. 

In Karnataka, 209 vacancies out of 327 sanctioned strength of DEs are available. We fail to understand why 23 DEs have been posted to other circles. Most of the SDEs posted to Northern part are at the age group of 54 to 56 years. At this age it is very much difficulty to work in northern part of India due to ill health and family commitments. 

We would therefore, request you to kindly intervene in the matter so that the distant Circle transfer orders issued in violation of Executive Transfer Policy are immediately changed to Karnataka Circle.
