Sub: Sharing of BSNL site towers (BTS) with Private Operators - Our protest against.

Sir,

We would like to draw your kind attention to the orders of BSNL C.O. directing CGMs to allow other private operators to share the BSNL site towers (BTS) by April 2009 on the ground to earn some rent. The BSNL C.O. decision of sharing towers with private operators will ultimately put BSNL in loss. The fact remains, that in rural areas of our country, BSNL is having more infrastructure than the private operators. Presently the potential of telecom growth is more in rural areas where BSNL should capture the market with its available infrastructure rather than allowing its competitors to grow on its network. Moreover, the TRAI recommendations on sharing of infrastructure with other private operators is not mandatory but on reciprocal basis. Sharing BSNL's BTS with private operators on very low rent will not benefit BSNL, rather it will promote its competitors to capture the rural market share. Even if the sharing of infrastructure is required in the interest of BSNL, then circles should be allowed to take decision as per the requirement of BSNL.  We have past experience wherein private operators misused our frequency and ISD circuits. If we allow private operators to share our infrastructure they may further misuse BSNL's frequency and ISD circuits which will put BSNL in great financial loss.

We would therefore, request you to kindly cancel the said order so that no sharing of BSNL's site towers (BTS) is allowed by circles.
