Sir,



We are constrained to bring your kind notice that in the above cited reference a large number of Executives of the Accounts & Finances wing have been transferred out of circle i.e. 7AOs of Karnataka circle, 3AOs of Maharastra Circle, 15 AOs of Tamilnadu, 13 AOs of Kerala Circle, 17 AOs of Rajasthan Circle, 3AOs of Haryana Circle, 3 AOs of  Bihar Circle, 5 AOs  of AP Circle, 3 AOs of UP(E) Circle, 3 AOs of UP(W) Circle and 5 AOs of West Bengal Circle. Whereas, Finance & Accounts wings of these Circles are facing more than 50% of shortage. Even some SSAs are having shortage of 60 to 65%. In the above transfer order even some AOs who have not  completed 10 years stay in Circle have been transferred. The transfer order issued in the AO cadre is not at all based on any policy. Providing substitute to hard tenure or tenure places, rational distribution is not reflected in the transfer order. It is understandable that to fill up the vacancies of deficit circles and service requirements officers may be posted on promotion and transfers in the interest of service may be issued only in the exceptional circumstances. But a mega list of transfer can definitely be avoided.


We are unable to understand, transferring of AOs from one circle to other circle and AOs of that circle to another circle. These triangular transfers should have been avoided. This has caused lot of financial burden on Exchequer of BSNL and also mental agony to the concerned officers. 


In the meeting Director(HRD) had with AIBSNLEA on 16 May, 2006 and the record of discussions were issued wherein, regarding transfer policy management clarified that no rotational transfers are being done except in the case of service requirements or in the case of deficiency of officers at some places.



We shall be extremely grateful if you kindly intervene in the matter so that the mass transfer orders issued on the basis of rotational transfers are cancelled.
