Respected sir,


We are constraint to bring to your kind notice that PGM(BW) in the above cited reference has issued inter zone orders of SDE(Civil) on the pretext of vigilance case pending against them in violation of the transfer policy. For example the SDE(c) retiring within 6 months have been transferred to distant Circle.


These SDEs(c) have been superseded by their juniors in EE(c) promotion due to delayed and pending decision of Rule-14 case and they are further punished by transferring on inter zone basis.    


These SDEs(c) were already transferred from those stations where the disciplinary case were registered. Hence they did not influence in any way the inquiry process. Now after 2-3 years when in most of the cases the inquiry proceedings have been completed and the findings/recommendations have been sent to CVC for decision. At this stage, when most of them are at the verge of retirement, it is not at all justified to transfer them on inter zone basis. Since these transfer orders have been made on the basis of CVC guidelines. The above facts and circumstances may kindly be brought to the notice of CVC for favour of consideration.


In view of above submission, it is requested to kindly cancel these undue and unjust transfer orders of SDEs(c) at the earliest till the final decision on the above facts and circumstances is given by CVC.
