Sub : Problems regarding new procedure of Vigilance clearance

Respected Sir,
             
We would like to draw your kind attention to the order issued by DO P&A  in the month of  December, 2008 regarding withholding the Gratuity and other pensionary benifits to retired officer for three/five years even after retirement for some minor/major penalty imposed in  some vigillance case. This ofcourse can be implemented in case of working officers but it is great injustice to the retired officers to bear the brunt after the retirement when punishment has already been implemented.


The brief of the case is as under :

Vigilance Clearance is required for following cases :

1) while retiring for settlement of pension

2) for local officiating promotion

3) for regular promotion

4) for NOC cases

Present revised order for Vigilance clearance indicates that :

1) if any officer is punished under minor penalty clauses his Vigilance clearance will be withheld for 3 more years as period of observation and same period will be 5 years in case of major punishment.
2) For all kind of VC the case has to be initiated by the custodian of service book. He has to fill up the first 11 items and has to forward to next authority. 

Problems arising :

1) The clause 1 above virtually changes the punishment clauses. Now all punishment under minor punishment means the punishment awarded plus denial of promotion and retirement benefit for further 3 years. Similarly for major punishment, the effect will be the punishment awarded plus denial of promotion and retirement benefit for further 5 years. 
2) This extension of further period is for “Observation”. But how this observation can be done for a person who is retired on superannuation.

3) The officiating promotions are given for a period of 179 days, After which a technical break of one day is given and the period is again renewed for another 179 days. To get a VC in new format requires considerable time, as a result renewal of officiating period is also delayed causing administrative difficulties.
In the above background it is requested to kindly seek the clarification from DO P&A  so that immediate relaxation of the rule for Retirement and renewal of officiating cases is given and the 3/5 years clause is withdrawn permanently.
