Non-conducting of LICE for PA/PS by field units – regarding;
Respected Sir, 

This is to bring to your kind notice the irresponsible attitude of the field units in conducting LICE against 25% quota of vacancies reserved against the vacancies in PS cadre.  Your honour may be surprised to know that even after 5 years of restructuring, the field units could not conduct the exams against 25% quota reserved for promotion from PA to PS.
LICE for Steno to PA are also not taking place on regular basis.  In most of the Circles, there are no Stenos in dying cadre.  Wherever Stenos are available in dying cadre, LICE is not been held on regular basis.  We also wish to bring to your kind notice that there were no creation of the posts in the cadre of PA/PSs after restructuring, because of which the Stenos who have been declared as dying cadre still continue to be in the dying cadre.

In this above circumstances, it is humbly requested that:

1) Instructions may kindly be got issued from Corporate office to fill up the vacancies against 25% quota reserved for PA to PS without any further delay.

2) 50% quota reserved for direct recruitment may be diverted and got filled up from Stenos until they are brought to PA cadre.  The vacancies available are of prior to introduction of new RR.  Instructions may kindly be issued to hold LICE for Steno to PA on regular basis till they are brought over to PA cadre.

3) The syllabus for the exam may be simplified for this cadre also with reference to Secretarial job and made it objective type, as has been done in the case of TTA/JTOs.

4) As the number of Stenos are very less, setting question papers and evaluation may be done centrally by the corporate office so as to have uniformity.
