	NEW DELHI: Swedish telecom equipment maker Ericsson has accepted an order for 13.12 million GSM lines against a recent tender, India's state-run firm Bharat Sanchar Nigam Ltd said on Friday. 

Another order for more than 9 million lines with Nokia was "under issue", Kuldeep Goyal, the firm's chairman, said in statement. 

BSNL has a subscriber base of 65 million, ahead of rival Bharti Airtel Ltd's 46.8 million, but growth in its wireless segment, where it lags Bharti and Reliance Communications , has been hit by capacity constraints.
