Sub: Holding of  AIC of  TESA

Dear Comrade,



Since long we the Circle Secretaries and CWC members of erstwhile TESA and now in AIBSNLEA (as per decision of Kolkata Convention) have been writing to you about immediate holding of CWC/AIC of TESA to decide the transfer of Funds and Assets to AIBSNLEA. There had been no response from your side either personally or through the website. We also kept regular contact with the President/TESA/CHQ for holding of such meeting. Similarly we have been pressing AFSOA also for transferring their funds to AIBSNLEA. The G.S. AFSOA has committed before the CWC of AIBSNLEA that they will hold their AIC at the same venue where AIC of TESA will be held and shall transfer their Funds and Assets on the same day. Therefore it is absolutely necessary that a venue is suitably decided where AIC of both the Associations can be held. 


      Now suddenly from the website of AIBSNLEA-Chennai we came to know that some meeting is being held on 26-06-2008 at Chennai, where you also will be present, to decide about the holding of AIC at Chennai jointly by Tamil Nadu and Chennai circles of TESA. We fail to understand why such decision is being taken by the GS himself in consultation with one or two circles only. The circle who have been constantly pursuing for holding the AIC are not contacted at all. The most surprising fact is that even the CHQ President is not informed. Why this ‘hush-hush’ business?


     We therefore request you , on behalf of the members of TESA/AIBSNLEA West Bengal, to immediate convene a CWC meeting for one day to decide the venue of AIC as per convention/provision of the constitution of TESA. We also Volunteer ourselves to hold both CWC and AIC meetings at KOLKATA for TESA and AFSOA.


      Further from the website of TESA we are informed that a Reception Committee will be formed to host the AIC jointly by Tamilnadu and Chennai circles. It may be noted here that some office bearers including Circle Secretary and CWC members of Tamil Nadu circle and also of some other circles have resigned/deserted AIBSNLEA and joined some newly formed Association. Such persons have thus cannot claim any legacy with TESA. The members of TESA were became members of AIBSNLEA as per the decision of All India Convention of Kolkata. Therefore the Office Bearers/ Members of TESA who are still in AIBSNLEA can definitely claim their legacy but who deserted/resigned cannot. If on the analogy that they were sometimes in TESA and therefore can be allowed in CWC/AIC of TESA, then some more persons like Com G.L.Jogi, Com Venkatraman etc who are now in SNEA and earlier C.S or CWC of TESA have also to be included in the proposed AIC.


We therefore request you to act as per the provisions of the constitution and also on the convention followed in TESA so far to settle the issue “Asset Transfer” smoothly. You are a retired person and we all want you to have a very peaceful and respectful life. Please do not do anything which you have not done in your long glorious trade union life.
