Subject: -  Non holding of DPC for promotion from SDE (Telecom) to DEs on Adhoc 


      basis.


We are constrained to bring to your kind notice that  the DPC to fill-up about 3500 STS of ITS Group “A”   vacant  Posts is  not  being held for last one year. Non holding the DPC has caused stagnation in the carrier prospects of Group “B” Officers and hampering  maintenance, Operation and developmental work of BSNL  As you know that a clearance was given by DoT to fill-up about 2315 STS of ITS Group “A” Posts in the month of April-06 itself on persistent efforts of this Association. The DPC Process was started  long back  and the ACSR of the eligible TES Group “B” Officers were collected  from Circles  after  proper screening but the process of DPC was stalled  on the pretext  of various court cases. Whereas, no such court case is pending which restrict  to fill-up the vacant DEs posts.  In the reversion and revision of seniority of 1966 TES group “B” Officers in DoT’s order dated 11-11-2004, as per Hon’ble  Delhi High court  Writ Petition (c) No 17637-40/05.  “ Counsel for the  petitioners says that the order passed by this courts on 3-8-2005 giving directions to the respondent not to revert the petitioners from their present posts is being misconstrued by the respondents and the respondents have been promoting the persons junior to the petitioners by taking the shelter under the said order  which states that the petitioners can not be reverted back from their present posts, Counsel for the respondent says that the matter is ripe for final hearing and all the issues can be considered at the final stage.

The request of counsel for the petitioners is innocuous. The order dated 3-8-2005 is modified to the extent that the respondent shall not revert  the petitioners pursuant to the order dated 11-11-2004. This order will be treated as having been passed on 3-8-2005 and the position which existed on that date shall only be taken in to consideration. Renotify on 27-08-2007 for final disposal.”  

As above, the  DoT order  dated 11-11-2004  is stayed by Hon’ble Delhi High Court. Hence the All India Seniority List of TES Group “B” Officers available before 11-11-2004 is the final seniority list for the purpose of  promotions and all  other service matters of the TES group “B” Officers. 
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 We would, therefore, request you to kindly look in to the matter, so that the DPC for promotion from SDE (Telecom) to DEs on Adhoc basis is immediately held. Keeping in view of the enormous effort and time consumed to get  updated  CR Dossiers  and Vigilance clearance, We are confident that the DPC would be held immediately and all vacant posts of  STS of ITS group “A” will be filled up at the earliest.
