Sub:- Tenure Transfer of SDEs(Telecom)-reg.

Sir,


We are constrained to bring to your kind notice that corporate office personnel-II branch vide letter no.-1-12/2008-pers-II dated March 28th, 2008 has issued 119 SDEs(T) tenure transfer order arbitrarily. The mass transfer of SDEs(T) i.e. 22- AP, 35- KTK, 18- Chennai TD, 17- STR, 14- MP,          6-HP and 3- JKD etc. have been issued to fill up the 90% vacancies of AS, NE-I, NE-II, J & K and NETF circles whereas, other circles vacancy position is 70 to 80%. Kindly recall our discussions regarding transfer policy wherein, your goodself always mentioned that tenure transfers will be issued only on need basis, not as a routine matter. But it is surprising that 119- SDEs(T) have been transferred arbitrarily in the name of tenure transfer, fact remains that these much of officers are not at all required to be posted in these circles. It seems that BSNL personnel Branch has issued tenure transfer order just harass the SDEs(T) and to create panic. These SDEs(T) who has been transferred are efficiently working in their circles and their SSA heads/Circles are not interested to be relieve them in the interest of organisation. These mass transfers will not only cause hardships to the family of these officers but also will cause lot financial burden on company. We are not opposed to need basis transfers to consider the request transfer from tenure circles. 

Despite of our repeated requests the pending request transfer cases of SDEs(T) are not considered. It is requested that all the request transfers of the executives be issued twice in a year. The names of the executives whose request for transfers are forwarded by the circles be computerised and displayed in BSNL’s website for the sake of transparency and correct implementation.  


In view of the above, it is requested to kindly intervene in the matter so that these arbitrary and unjust transfer order of SDEs(T) are cancelled immediately.
